These
noblemen, along with the inhabitants of these areas, founded the Christian Kingdoms.

This period was the Reconquista
of the peninsula and it took nearly eight centuries to complete.

Castilla and Ledn were the biggest territories in the West of the peninsula.

In the 11t century, the County of Castilla became the independent
Kingdom of Castilla.

In 1230, the Kingdoms of Ledn and Castilla united again and became
the Crown of Castilla.

In the 15™ century, Isabel | of Castilla became Queen. Her husband
was King Fernando Il of Aragon which united the Crowns of Castilla and
Aragon. Together, as the Catholic Monarchs, they ended the Reconquista
in 1492.

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6. LIFE IN THE CHRISTIAN KINGDOMS

/ Life in the Early Middle Ages. \

As in the rest of Europe, the social, economic and political system was
feudalism. Many people lived in small villages in the countryside. Agriculture
was the main activity.

When the Reconquista advanced towards the south, repopulating the
conquered territories was very important and benefited to the kings, the nobles,
the monks and the peasants.

Christian preserved the Alcazar and the ramparts, and they also built
ramparts and new castles.

Feudalism depended on the possession of lands. A few noblemen owned the
land (the fief) and most people worked in the noblemen’s fief. It was a very
unfair social system.
