The feudal society.

The Roman Empire was suffering a severe economic crisis.

Many people had to move to the countryside. They grew crops food, but they
were in danger of attacks and invasions.

A new system developed: the feudal system.

e The king gave the knights and nobles large areas of land, called a fief.
e The knight and nobles provided the king with soldiers.
e The knights and nobles defended the fiefs and all people living there.

In the feudal society:

e The nobles and the clergy were privileged estate holders.

e The peasants and the bourgeoisie were the non-privileged and they paid
taxes to the nobles for protection.

A coexistence of cultures. \

Three cultures coexisted on the Iberian Peninsula in the Middle Ages: Muslim, Christian
and Jewish.

In Al- Andalus territory:

Muslims were tolerant of other religions and customs. Most people decided to stay and
live together with the Muslims after the invasion:

++» Jews: they kept their religion and traditions.
+* Mozarabs: Christians who kept their religion.
+» Muladis: Christians who converted to Islam. They were the majority.

Christian territory:

When Christians conquered a new territory, they lived together with the local population:

++» Jews: they kept their religion and traditions.
+* Mudejars: Muslims who stayed in Christian territories but kept their religion.
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Mozarabs Muladis

Coexistence comes to an end.

There were times of intolerance and the coexistence
comes to an end between chistians and muslims.

When the Catholic Mornarchs conquered Granada in
1492 the muslims were expelled from the Peninsula.
