In culture
Johannes Gutenberg invented the printing press in 1449.

In navigation

Ships were bigger and faster. The invention of Portolan charts, the astrolabe
and the compass made voyages safer.

In politics.
Monarchs had lots of conquered territories, great

armies and all the power. They promoted expeditions to
discover new trade routes.

In politics.

The nobility and clergy maintained their privileges, but the
nobilty’s power and wealth diminished. The bourgeoisie
had more money than some nobles but they continued to
have no privileges, like the artisans and peasants.
